“(Speaking of his experience as a PLAYER for the Steelers in the Super Bowl-Jan. 21, 1979)

Hey, I made some mistakes, and I learned from them and we won the game … There was a lot of celebration, and we were really excited about getting the job done…But I remember that one of the first questions asked was, ‘Do you think you can win next year?’

It really brought home how temporary success is – what a distorted view we have.  Here we were, the Super Bowl champions, having just succeeded in reaching our ultimate goal.  We thought it was going to be very, very satisfying, but in 5 minutes people were asking, ‘What about next year?’  It showed that success on the field is very temporary.”
